
AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

AMERICAN SEED RESEARCH FOUNDATION

(the “Sponsor”)

AND

(the “University”)

I.
PURPOSE

The Sponsor agrees to fund the research outlined in the proposal attached as Appendix A, entitled _______________________________________.  The University agrees to accept and administer the funds in accordance with this agreement.

II.
THE SPONSOR AND THE UNIVERSITY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:


A.
THE UNIVERSITY SHALL:
1.
Use the monies provided in support of the aforementioned research project.

2.
Assign the project to ____________, as the Principal Researcher.

3.
Notify the Sponsor in writing if the Principal Researcher is unable to continue the research and, at the request of the Sponsor, return all unused funds or, subject to the approval of the Sponsor, replace the Principal Researcher.

4.
Carry out the research in accordance with acceptable research standards, University policies, and in accordance with the proposal approved by the Sponsor as set out in Appendix A attached and forming part of this agreement.

5.
Notify the Sponsor promptly and in writing of any deviation from the research plan outlined in Appendix A and submit to Sponsor within 30 days of such notification a revised proposal.  Sponsor may accept the revised proposal or terminate the agreement.  In the event the revised proposal is accepted, it shall be incorporated into and form a part of this agreement.  In the event the Sponsor elects to terminate the agreement, all unused or uncommitted funds shall be returned to the Sponsor.

6.
Furnish building, land, greenhouse space, supervision, and services in support of the project insofar as facilities of the University will permit.

7.
Use the funds provided by Sponsor only for expenses which are necessary to carry out the research and in accordance with the University’s policies and procedures governing the use of such funds.  No indirect cost or overhead shall be deducted from the funds provided by Sponsor.  All funds provided by Sponsor shall be used to defray required direct costs of the research project.


8.
Carry out the research during the period _____ to _____.

9.
Provide the Sponsor with two progress reports during each year the research is carried out and until completion.  The reports shall be furnished to Sponsor for its June and December/January meetings and should be delivered to the Scientific Advisory Council Chairman at least 30 days prior to each meeting.  The reports are distributed by the Sponsor to all of its supporting members.

10.
Prepare and submit to Sponsor a final report within three months after completion of the research.  The final report shall include, but need not be limited to, (a) a statement of the scientific objective(s) of the research; (b) a description of the testing procedures or research methods employed; (c) a description of and appropriate analysis of the data collected, the observations made, and/or the results obtained; and (d) a statement of the conclusions drawn by the Principal Researcher based on the results.

11.
Maintain adequate liability insurance to cover any loss or claim arising during the performance of the research.

B.
THE SPONSOR SHALL:

1.
Provide the University a grant-in-aid of the research of  $$$

2.
Withhold one-quarter of the final payment until submission of the final report described in Section II.A.11.

3.
Permit unexpended funds from any funding period to be automatically carried forward for the duration of the agreement.



C.
GENERAL CONDITIONS

1.
The University and the Sponsor shall be deemed to be independent contractors for purposes of this agreement and no party shall be deemed another party’s agent or employee.  The Principal Researcher is an employee of the University.

2.
The grant-in-aid of research described in Section II.B.1 of this agreement will be deposited with the University in accordance with the schedule specified in Appendix B and expended in accordance with the University’s policies and procedures.  

3.
Any and all alterations to the agreement must be made in writing and signed by both parties.

4.
Neither the Principal Researcher nor the University may assign this agreement without the written consent of the Sponsor.

5.
Should the Principal Researcher fail to comply with any term of this agreement, the Sponsor may terminate the agreement by written notice.  Upon termination, the University will provide the Sponsor with a certified statement of actual expenditures and return any unused and uncommitted funds.  

6.
The University and Principal Researcher will have rights to publish the results of the research and are encouraged to do so in Seed Technology.  The Sponsor shall be given the opportunity to review the draft manuscript and any accompanying illustrative material prior to publication.  The Sponsor may suggest modifications for consideration by the University and/or the Principal Researcher.

7.
The Sponsor will have the right to use and to publish the reports of the research prepared for the Sponsor.  If the Sponsor should publish or provide the information for public dissemination, the University and the Principal Researcher shall receive proper acknowledgment.

8.
If patentable information or other intellectual property results from this research, the University has the option to seek a patent or other appropriate intellectual property protection.  The University shall notify Sponsor in writing when such protection is sought.  Because Sponsor is supported by a broad base of seed industry members, and its primary objective is to encourage research on basic principles of seed behavior, it is the intent of the Sponsor to fund research projects in which the findings will be available to all.  Accordingly, all licenses granted by the University for use of patents or other intellectual property arising out of the research must be non-exclusive and must be granted to Sponsor and any of its members at most favorable terms..

9.
 Except as provided by law, no press release, public announcement, or confirmation regarding the existence of this agreement shall be made public without the prior written consent of the other party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.
